During this time, with our church services on hold, we would love to continue to 
worship together as a church family, but we are just going to do it a little 
differently for a while.    
 
This booklet is designed to help you come together each week and hold your own 
family worship service at home.   It would be wonderful if you continued with 
your usual Sunday morning routine, (although this service can be used at any 
other time that suits your family life) 
 
Whilst the church is closed, Guy, Tim and Andy will continue to live stream worship, 

why don’t you join them in your home?  

This service is just a guide to help you.  You can add in and alter it as it suits your 

family.   

Along with each week are some activity/colouring sheets that fit with the bible 

reading for the day.  You could always look up craft activities online and add those 

in too… Pinterest will become your best friend !! 

This service is not designed to be led only by an adult… younger voices are just as 

perfect too.  

 

As you prepare:  

• Choose a place where you can sit comfortably – maybe the floor, 

around a table or even in the garden (if the weather is good enough!).  

• Before you begin, choose what song/hymn you would like to listen or 

sing along to and which way you would like to pray (on separate sheets) 

• Gather the things that will help create a sacred space – we suggest a 

cross, Bible and candle (palm cross and candle have been provided).  

TIME TO GATHER  

Leader  We usually go to church to worship God with God’s people,  

  but today we are being church here in this place.  

All  God is with us.  

One person places the cross in the middle of your gathering. 

All  God is with us.  

One person places a Bible in the middle of the gathering  (or the bible reading) 

All  God is with us.  

Someone lights the candle and places it in the middle of the gathering.  

All   God is with us – Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Amen
